1.  Empower schools community, through trainings and promote gardening and environmental conservation, through agro ecology practices, in learning institutions (primary & secondary schools and colleges). This is to nurture a generation of young people, who have the knowledge and skills, to sustainably utilize and manage local resources, to grow own safe, healthy& nutritious food, protect nature and generate income through agribusiness. 
2.  Strengthening the capacity of local Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) working with schools community in Kenya, through staff capacity development and Networking. 
3. Lobby and advocate for government support towards sustainable Land Use practices in schools and at community level, and inclusion of agro ecology activities in schools program. 
4. Improve academic performance in schools, by enhancing learning through integration of practical activities into the current academic curriculum, and therefore connects learners with nature and culture.  
Long term goal
Schools community producing nutritious food and useful products; providing countless learning possibilities for the curricula; serving as resource centres within communities; and contributing to the development of the whole person.
Core Principles

4. Genuine and wide participation of young people at all levels of our activities.

5. Make learning fun, practical and relevant for everyone, while having an integrated approach across the curriculum or learning areas and promoting the inclusive and active participation of the whole school community.

6. Ensuring systematic and regular reflection and learning from experience, and planning ahead strategically at all levels, in partnership with our stakeholders.

7. Ensuring reader friendly, regular and systematic documentation and transparent information sharing.

8. Always start small, ensure quality and grow organically.
